Cheerleading Constitution

· Purpose:
· It shall be the purpose of the Marine Military Academy Cheerleading Squad to promote and uphold team spirit for those we encounter, to develop good sportsmanship by example, to support good relations in the community and between teams and squads during events. The organizational goal is to work in harmony with the team coach, administration, other athletic teams, and sports organizations.

· Eligibility:

· A cheerleader must support the Marine Military Academy above all other teams

· A cheerleader must be neatly presented, and medically fit.
· Acceptance of a cheerleader shall be on the basis of ability, the coach agreement, squad rules, and without prejudice. 

· Membership:
· The Marine Military Academy is an all female squad. The regular squad will consist of a maximum of 24 cheerleaders. Additional members may be admitted and allowed to fill regular squad positions. 

· The entire regular squad will cheer at all games and competitions, promotions, fundraisers, pep rallies, community, and charity events. 

· Attention:
· All cheerleaders will attend all practices, games, and competitions or events, unless pre-approved by the coach. Absenteeism of 3 or more practice will result in suspension of cheering. Practice will continue to be mandated.

· Appearance:
· For safety reasons jewelry will not be worn with uniform or at practice.
· Uniforms are to be kept spotless at all times.
· Makeup should look natural and not excessive.
· All hairstyles must be neat and secured up and out of the face, not needing attention while performing.
· Conduct:
· Marine Military Academy Cheerleading Squad members are required to maintain and uphold the reputation of all your fellow members, the school and all its members through their own conduct and spirit.
· Members are required to be courteous, polite, friendly, and have a smile for everybody.

· All cheers and chants shall be of a positive and sportsmanlike manner.

· Members will make every attempt to ignore negative responses at events and not become involved in such action themselves. 
· Disciplinary Action:
· It shall be squad policy that disciplinary action will only be invoked as a last resort, and that every reasonable attempt will be made to avoid situations likely to lead to such action through squad discussion and positive encouragement, by example, and by finding ways and means to correct negative trends.

· A cheerleader will be suspended from games and events for the following reasons: Unexcused absence, excessive absence or tardiness, failure to cooperate with coaches, if grade point average falls below a 2.0, or failure to abide by squad rules and regulations. 
· A cheerleader may be dismissed from the squad for the following reasons: excessive and irreconcilable disruptive influence on the squad, conduct likely to bring the squad or team reputation in to disrepute (such as use of alcohol or drugs), and as otherwise deemed necessary by the coach.
