Course Objective:
The primary purpose of the Marine Corp JROTC Program is Leadership Education.  It prepares high school students for responsible leadership roles while making them aware of their rights, responsibilities, and privileges as American citizens.  In order to be a good leader, one must first learn to be a good follower.  As a cadet gains experience and knowledge, he or she will be given active, hands on leadership responsibilities within the MCJROTC Program.
The Marine Corps JROTC Leadership Education Program emphasizes the development of self-discipline, leadership, honor, integrity, and the value of community service.  Citizenship training is emphasized throughout the program and reinforced by using current events, and nation and the entire world.  In addition, students are acquainted with basic military skills and Marine Corps traditions.

The success each student achieves while in the Marine Corps JROTC Program depends to a large extent on their willingness to get involved and participate in the program.  Satisfactory performance within the program will result in the cadet receiving passing grades during the academic reporting period.  However, since the MCJROTC Program is structured to function much like a military organization, there will also be opportunities for cadets to develop leadership skills and to progress in rank.  Promotions, especially those to the senior enlisted and officer rank, are based on a cadet’s overall performance and their demonstrated capability to assume greater responsibility.  A great deal is expected from the cadets promoted to leadership positions.
Satisfactory completion of LET I will help students to be prepared for next year as they continue to prepare for college, service academy appointments, and work force.  I will be expecting cadets to be focus on academics.
Grading Scale:  A point system will be in effect for this class with tests, quizzes, projects, written and oral evaluations, drill evaluations, uniform inspections, homework, class team work, and leadership evaluations as the weighted course events.  The following scale illustrates the grade value associated with the overall percentile and the specific categories and the associated weight each category is given in the course.

Conduct and leadership are evaluated each day. Missed Assignments/Test:  It is the responsibility of the student to arrange with the instructor to make-up any missed assignments or tests within two school days of his or her return to the classroom.
Text:  MCJROTC Leadership Education I.  Restitution for lost or damaged textbooks will be made to Marine Math and Science Academy.  The cost of each text is $50.00.
Uniforms:  Male and Female cadets will be issued uniforms.  Uniforms are to be maintained in a clean and serviceable condition.  Cadets need to make sure they check the documentation they sign in supply.  Cadets will be accountable for the uniforms once they sign for them.  Upon termination from the school, all uniforms will be returned in a clean and serviceable condition.  Restitution will be made to Marine Math and Science Academy in the event that a uniform article is lost, or presented unserviceable.  Uniforms that are returned unclean will also require restitution for the cleaning bill.  No personal checks are accepted.  Cashier checks, money orders, and cash are accepted.
Extracurricular Opportunities:  All practices for extracurricular activities will commence on 7 September for MCJROTC.  The Drill Team when begin practicing during the day while in school.  Freshmen are encouraged to join the team.   Unarmed Drill, Armed Drill, Unarmed Exhibition drill, and Armed Exhibition will begin practice the first day of school.  Physical Fitness Team and Orienteering Teams will have a meeting during the first week of school. (Meetings will be announced at the end of the school day.) Participation or non-participation in extra-curricular activities will not directly impact or influence a cadet’s academic grade.
Promotions and Rank Structure:  In the past cadets have been promoted with out taking a test.  This year all freshmen who are selected to be promoted will be tested to see if they are ready for promotion.  Leadership on the daily basis is evaluated and is taken in consideration for promotion.
